(Matthew 4:8-9)
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Then the devil leaveth him, and, behold,
angels came and ministered unto him.
(Matthew 4:11)
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And Jesus went about all Galilee,
teaching In their synagogues, and
preaching the gospel of the kingdom,
and healing all manner of sickness

and all manner of disease

among the people.
(Matthew 4:23)
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And his fame went throughout all Syria:
and they brought unto him all sick
people that were taken with diverse
diseases and torments, and those
which were possessed with devils, and

those which were lunatic, and those
that had the palsy; and he healed them.
(Matthew 4:24)
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And there followed him great multitudes of people
from Galilee, and from Decapolis,
and from Jerusalem, and from Judaea,
and from beyond Jordan.

(Matthew 10:32-33)
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Then were there brought unto him little children,
that he should put his hands on them, and pray:
and the disciples rebuked them.
But Jesus said, Suffer little children, and forbid
them not, to come unto me:

for of such Is the kingdom of heaven.
(Matthew 19:13-14)
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And Jesus going up to Jerusalem took the twelve
disciples apart in the way, and said unto them,
Behold, we go up to Jerusalem,;

and the Son of man shall be betrayed unto the
chief priests and unto the scribes,

and they shall condemn him to death.
(Matthew 20:17-18)
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On the next day much people that were come tothef east,
when they heard that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem,
Took branches of palm trees, and went forth to meet him,
and cried, Hosanna:

Blessed is the King of Israel that cometh

In the name of the Lord.
(John 12-12-13)
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And he went into the temple, and began to cast out them
that sold therein, and them that bought;
Saying unto them, It is written, My house is the ho  use of
prayer. but ye have made it a den of thieves.
And he taught daily in the temple. But the chief pr  lests
and the scribes and the chief of the people sought to
destroy him, And could not find what they might do:

for all the people were very attentive to hear him.
(Luke 19:45-48)

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Now the first day of the feast of unleavened bread the
disciples came to Jesus, saying unto him,

passover at thy house with my disciples.
And the disciples did as Jesus had appointed them; and
they made ready the passover.
(Matthew 25:17-19)
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Now when the evening was come,

he sat down with the twelve.
And as they did eat, he said,

Verily | say unto you,

that one of you shall betray me.
(Matthew 25:20-21)
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(6 78 26:36-38)

Then cometh Jesus with them unto a place called
Gethsemane, and saith unto the disciples, Sit ye here
while | go and pray yonder.
And he took with him Peter and the two sons of Zebe  dee,
and began to be sorrowful and very heavy.
Then saith he unto them, My soul is exceeding sorrow  ful,
even unto death: tarry ye here, and watch with me.

(Matthew 26:36-38)
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And he went a little farther,

and fell on his face, and prayed, saying:
O my Father, if it be possible,

let this cup pass from me:

nevertheless not as | will, but as thou wilt.
(Matthew 26:39)
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And he cometh unto the disciples, and findeth them
asleep, and saith unto Peter,

What, could ye not watch with me one hour?
Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation:
the spirit indeed Is willing, but the flesh Is weak
He went away again the second time, and prayed,
saying, O my Father, If this cup may not pass
away from me, except | drink it, thy will be done.
(Matthew 26:40-42)
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And he came and found them asleep again:

for their eyes were heavy.

And he left them, and went away again, and
prayed the third time, saying the same words.
Then cometh he to his disciples, and saith unto
them, Sleep on now, and take your rest: behold,
the hour Is at hand, and the Son of man Is
betrayed Into the hands of sinners.

(Matthew 26:43-45)
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And while he yet spake, lo, Judas, one of
the twelve, came, and with him a great
multitude with swords and staves, from

the chief priests and elders of the people.
(Matthew 26:47)
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And they that had laid hold on Jesus led him away
to Calaphas the high priest, where the scribes

and the elders were assembled.
When the morning was come, all the chief priests
and elders of the people took counsel against
Jesus to put him to death:
And when they had bound him, they led him away,
and delivered him to Pontius Pilate the governor.
(Matthew 26:47, 27:1-2)
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And when he was accused of the chief priests and el  ders, he
answered nothing. And he answered him to neverawo  rd;
Insomuch that the governor marveled greatly.
Now at that feast the governor was wont to release unto
the people a prisoner, whom they would.
And they had then a notable prisoner, called Barabb  as.
Therefore when they were gathered together, Pilate s  aid
unto them, Whom will ye that | release unto you?

Barabbas, or Jesus which is called Christ?
(Matthew 27:12, 14-17)

The governor answered and said unto them,
Whether of the twain will ye that | release

unto you? They said, Barabbas.
(Matthew 27:18,20-21)
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When Pilate saw that he could prevail nothing, but
that rather a tumult was made, he took water,
and washed his hands before the multitude,
saying, | am innocent of the blood

of this just person: see ye to It.
Then released he Barabbas unto them: and
when he had scourged Jesus,

he delivered him to be crucified.
(Matthew 27:24,26)
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And after that they had mocked him, they took ther  obe off
from him, and put his own raiment on him, and led h Im
away to crucify him. And when they were come unto a
place called Golgotha, that is to say, a place ofa  skull,

And they crucified him, and parted his garments,

(Matthew 27:31,33,35)
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When the even was come, there came a rich man of
Arimathaea, named Joseph,

who also himself was Jesus' disciple:
He went to Pilate, and begged the body of Jesus.

Then Pilate commanded the body to be delivered.
And when Joseph had taken the body,

he wrapped it in a clean linen cloth,
And laid it in his own new tomb, which he had hewn
In the rock: and he rolled a great stone to the

door of the sepulcher, and departed.
(Matthew 27:57-60)
